Abstract
Renkei, which means coordination has always been a keyword to explain NPOs activity.
However when it comes to the damaged area of The Great East Japan Earthquake, the
coordination found there seemed different from what it meant before the earthquake.

Abstract
It is noticed that the growing sex industry in Japan has caused the society to become
pornographic. The display of sexually explicit materials in various kinds of media is in
clear view of the general population, thus the Japanese society is named as a
“pornographic society”’. Japanese government has taken a series of measures to regulate
those sexually explicit materials from Edo period to nowadays. The regulation by the
Japanese law has been taken in different manners, such as reining on obscene
materials, protecting civil rights, and protecting youths. The law development to protect
youths, which draw much attention recently, can be seen from the amendment act of
law banning child prostitution and child pornography is enacted in June 2014. In the
amendment, the definition of child pornography has been revised to become more rigid
and the prohibition of personal possession of child pornography has been incorporated.
However, comics, animation, and computer graphics depicting children as sexual objects
are excluded from banning objects, which caused an argument over regulation versus
freedom of speech. Based on the previous arguments of regulation on sexually explicit
information and the law in force, the present research aims to explore the tendency of
sexually explicit materials regulation by focusing on the reaction of mass media. A
comparison 1s applied between the frames taken in news coverage on this amendment
act in Japan and overseas in order to capture the way that newspapers report this act

and how they handle the tension between regulation and freedom of speech.

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The Use of Media by Chinese Foreign Student in Japan:

Abstract
This study pays its attention to the media use (newspaper, TV, radio, website, SNS) of
the Chinese foreign students in Japan, and it was intended to clarify the letter of media
use present conditions of the foreign students in cross-cultural society. We carried out
the questionnaire survey for 58 Chinese foreign students of the Toa Gakuin Japanese
School and arrive at the following results. It was seen that the media which was most
used by the Chinese foreign students is the Internet in Japan. And about the political
problem between China and Japan, the reliability to the news of the China which
reported by Japanese media becomes the low tendency. Furthermore, the foreign
students who are in distantly remote Japan have little opportunity to meet the family
members and friends who are in the mother country, so they have to use the Internet to
keep the connection with China. After adding interview, it was revealed that they used

it properly in the use of SNS in some cases.
